Entry Requirements

80 tariff points (equivalent to CDD or BB or Access to HE Pass/Merit profile).

Five GCSE subjects including three at GCSE level Grade C/4 or above (which must
include English) and a minimum of two at A level or equivalent qualifications.

Applications are encouraged from candidates who may have other qualifications or
experience which demonstrate possession of knowledge and skills in an appropriate area
of study.

Have a clear enhanced vetting and barring check. (DBS). This must be in place prior to
enrolment.

Additional admissions matters
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Students on the BA (Hons) Primary Education degree at Bradford College can transfer
into Year 2 or Year 3 if they need to transfer to a non-QTS bearing programme.

Work Experience

You will complete a 4 week placement in year 2 to broaden your experience. The team
will provide the placements and support you before, during and after this placement.

Progression

This is an ideal programme if you aspire to a career in a wide range of educational settings
such as teaching or student support roles in schools, colleges or Higher Education
institutions. It will also provide you with a solid foundation if you wish to work in other
roles in education, including training, supporting, mentoring or youth work.

We encourage you to carry out voluntary activities linked to their future career choices
e.g. working in primary schools.

Sessions will be provided in Year 1 to enable you to develop the necessary
communication skills to find and participate effectively in this work.
